records
stack up?

Do you participate in a state Beef
Quality Assurance (BQA) program or do
you abide by the National BQA? The
BQA is a program to help cattle
producers maintain a safe and high-
quality product for consumers.

National BQA guidelines

Records need to be kept on feedstuffs,
feed additives, processing and
medications. Proper handling and
management for cattle is also vital to the
overall end product.

Develop a herd health plan

Handling cattle humanely, giving the
proper vaccinations and keeping records
are vital to the success of beef quality in
the United States.

& Keep records of all products
administered including: product
used, serial number, amount
administered, route of
administration, administrator and
withdrawal time. Have these
records available for the next
producer in the beef chain.

¢ Read and follow label directions.
Vaccinate in front of the shoulder
for viral and clostridial diseases.

# Revaccinate according to
manufacturer’ label directions.

¢ Handle cattle to minimize stress
and bruising. Provide
appropriate nutritional feedstuffs.
¢ Records should be kept for a
minimum of two years (three
years for restricted-use pesticides).

These are questions that are very hard to answer and
in reality probably can’t be answered without many years
of research and analysis. However, we can make some
conclusions about the programs based on the activity level that has
developed over the years and in the number of people who have
been involved. I began to look for historical information on the
total number of young people who have been junior members of
the American Angus Association since the first junior membership
was issued in 1951 until today. Unfortunately the data has not been
maintained in an easily accessible form and would require multiple
hours and possibly even days of searching through archived records
to put the information together. It is however, safe to say that nearly
100,000 young people have been junior members of the American
Angus Association through the years each one having their life
influenced in some way by being a junior member.
